Our Rotary Foundation
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It's November - That's Spelled "FOUNDATION"
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November is a wonderful time of year! The hot weather in District 6900 has finally cooled off a bit, the
trees are changing colors giving us good reasons to travel to the northern section of our district to enjoy
them and Thanksgiving is now just around the corner.

In the Rotary world, November also marks Foundation Month! Having just had an outstanding World Polio
Day, we now turn our attention to The Rotary Foundation. We spoke last month about what dollars were
raised last year, $569 million is certainly worth mentioning again, along with the fact The Foundation
surpassed the milestone goal of $2 billion dollars for the Rotary Endowment. Furthermore, we looked at
where the dollars went grant-wise as The Foundation awarded 1,424 global grants, 468 district grants,
and 74 disaster response grants. Let’s also celebrate our District 6900 2024/25 achievements. Our District
was fortunate to award $497,000 in District Designated funds. Of that amount, $69,000 went to PolioPlus,
$172,000 went to District and Competitive Grants and $255,000 went to 12 clubs for Global Grants used
around the world. What a fantastic year for our district and our clubs!

Now let’s turn our attention toward the source of the dollars coming into the Foundation. The two main
areas for donation are the Annual Fund and PolioPlus. When you donate, you have the option of directing
where you would like your donations to go. The Annual Fund is considered the main source for The Rotary
Foundation’s programs. Many new members of Rotary will have a certain dollar amount collected
quarterly that will go into that fund. In general, all Rotarians are asked to donate to strengthen this fund
in support of Grants and programs. What I'd like you all to remember is the other major area for donating
and that is Polio and PolioPlus. For every dollar we as Rotarians donate to Polio, the Bill & Melinda Gates
foundation matches two dollars to every one dollar donated!

There are so many ways you can donate to the Foundation. Consider:

1. Benefactor: You become a Benefactor when you designate $1,000 or more in your estate plans.

2. Paul Harris Fellow: You become a Paul Harris Fellow (PHF) when you have donated $1,000 total to
the Annual Fund or to PolioPlus and you will continue to be recognized for each $1,000 you give
until you reach $10,000 in donates.

3. Major Donor: Once you have attained $10,000 donated you are considered a Major Donor and
recognized as such.

4. Bequest Society: If you pledge $10,000 or more in future gifts you join the Bequest Society with
special recognition at different levels of giving.

5. Arch Klumph Society: At $250,000 you join the exclusive Arch Klumph Society

There are so many ways to give and be a part of the Foundation in life changing ways! There is much work
to be done this year, but we are off to an excellent start!!

Our overall goal is $375,000 for District 6900 for 2025/2026, and we are already at $132,000 for the
Annual Fund YTD and over $88,000 for PolioPlus through October. That’s a great start! Let’s keep it
rolling!

Update From the Camino - “The Way” to Fight Polio Fundraiser






This East Cobb Rotarian is happy to report that I completed my Camino walk from St. Jean Pied de Port,
France to Santiago de Compostela, Spain on October 20. Total distance covered was about 780 km (about
485 miles) in 42 days. The experience was as wide-ranging as the distance was long - excitement,
frustration, beauty, pain, exhilaration, exhaustion.... Many extreme highs and lows, both in terms of
emotions and the actual hills along the Way. The first picture here is me, representing Rotary and “End
Polio Now” in Santiago Cathedral Square - the traditional endpoint of the Camino.

The best part (as with many things) was the people. My hiking partner Scot really pulled me through some
of the tough spots when I wasn’t sure my aching knees could handle another hill, and saved me when I
missed a turn and got pretty far off course one day. The camaraderie of the Camino forged new
friendships with fellow peregrinos (Camino pilgrims) from all around the world with shared goals and
challenges. Sometimes it was just a smile and a “Buen Camino,” sometimes a reminder not to forget one’s
hiking poles after a coffee stop, sharing ibuprofens (“Vitamin I”) when someone’s supply ran out, or simply
a point in the right direction - lots of little things that added up to a big part of the experience and the
beauty of the Camino.

While my Camino is complete, Rotary’s fight to eradicate polio worldwide continues - as does my Camino
Fundraiser for Rotary’s Polio Fund. I'm writing this update on World Polio Day, here in Finisterre
(literally, “the end of the earth” to the Romans who built a lot of the original infrastructure of the Camino),
a frequent extension of the Camino after Santiago. The generosity of my friends and family (including my
Rotary family) in support of the fundraiser has been amazing, and that support was a great inspiration for
me to keep putting one foot in front of the other when the walking got difficult.

Thanks to everyone who has contributed, we have exceeded my original goal of $10,000 on the fundraiser.
So I've set a new goal of $15,000. And to help reach that goal, I will match new contributions to get us
there.

Buckhead and LifeLine: Pet Adoption and So Much More!
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The Rotary Club of Buckhead selected LifeLine Animal Project as one of its three-year signature
projects, expanding community support efforts to address shelter overcrowding. Their work with LifeLine
focuses on much more than promoting pet adoption. Here are three stories of our work:

Fighting Food Insecurity

The Rotary Club, LifeLine and Open Hand Atlanta have joined forces to fight food insecurity in a new way:
by feeding both people and their pets. In the first month of this ongoing effort, Rotary volunteers delivered
53 bags of free dog and cat food to 30 families, along with 200 meals, 10 baskets of healthy groceries, and
10 packages of nutritional supplements for an additional 30 families.

Club President Shelley Hammell launched the initiative recognizing that feeding and caring for a pet can
cost over $30,000 over its lifetime, an expense that can force some owners to skip meals or give up their
pets, causing shelter overcrowding. Partnering with Open Hand, which already delivers nutritious meals,
made it a natural fit to include pet food to help address food insecurity for both people and their pets.

LifeLine provided the pet food and joined in the deliveries alongside Buckhead Rotarians. This monthly
effort helps keep people and their pets together, recognizing that pets play a vital role in their owners’
mental and emotional well-being.

Keeping Pets with Their People

Buckhead Rotary partnered with LifeLine to help provide access to pet care through their Healthy Pets



event, promoting pet health, supporting families, and preventing surrenders due to unaffordable
veterinary care. A dedicated group of Buckhead Rotarians volunteered at Wade Walker Park in Stone
Mountain, GA, assisting attendees in the “happy dog” line with paperwork so their pets could receive vital
veterinary services—completely free of charge. Nearly 1,300 pets and their owners were seen by onsite
veterinarians for services including:

789 Distemper Vaccines

349 FVRCP Vaccines

1040 Rabies Vaccines

e 831 Spay Neutering Vouchers

The event was educational for Buckhead Rotarians who learned how to spell Shith Tzu and Chihuahua and
got to interact with the four-legged attendees. This was a huge success with 160 volunteers and Buckhead
Rotary was proud to be part of it. Buckhead Rotary will be sponsoring the spring Healthy Pet event and
has committed to making this a regular event for the next three-years.

Buckhead Rotary had a truly rewarding time partnering with LifeLine Animal Project to help increase
visibility for pet adoption and ease shelter overcrowding. This joint effort between Buckhead Rotary
and LifeLine was made so much easier thanks to the support of the North Atlanta High School Interact
Club, who teamed up with us to wave down cars and engage with the interested families.

Thanks to everyone’s support, 38 interested families came through to explore pet adoption. We are excited
for our furry friends to find their fur-ever homes! A huge thank you to our Interact Club for lending a
helping paw in making this event a success. Thank you to our GRSP student, Dani Bergamo and our RYE
student Leo Klein-Kraneberg for volunteering at the event!

After our hard work, we followed up with a Bark-A-Que for all Rotarians and their guests, four legged
friends were included. We enjoyed a balmy afternoon under a spacious tent while sharing a delicious
barbecue meal and connecting with new and old friends. It was a barking good time. Thanks to the
Chastain Park Conservancy for the use of the tent and restroom facilities, much appreciated by the
humans.
