Willam A, “M. Will” Watt, S, was a Rotaty District Governior and Ma')lll“ of
Thomasville inthe 1940s. A Stnday School teacher and lay minster, Mr. Will was
{oved by all and was known for his kind, gentle spirit. As World War II ended,
USS. cifies were asked to adopt a German city and share food and clothing with
those struggling to survive in war torn Germany. Under Mayor Will's direction,
Supplics and goods were flown to Thomasville's adopted city, Luneburg,
Germany. [n 1946, having seen the damage of war in Europe, he founded the
